Pro po se d academ ic cale ndars are 
first prese nt e d to the to  the Prov o st ’s Offic e , Stude nt Financ ial Serv ice s, and Athlet ic s departm e nt fo r rev iew. Review e d 
acade m ic cale ndars  are then subm it te d to the Curriculum Committ ee  for faculty feedbac k and  the Senio r Leade rs hip 
Team fo r  rev iew and  approv al.   

Publication and Dissemination  
Upo n approv al, the academ ic cale ndar will po st  to the Unive rs ity ’s website as the offic ial academ ic cale ndar fo r the 
upco m ing academ ic year. Calendars will be publis he d as they are finalize d thro ugho ut the academ ic year.   

Revisions  
Certain date s in the Academ ic Calendar are establis he d by the Prov os t ’s Offic e. Sho uld the Provo s t ’s Office mo dify tho se 
date s, the Academ ic Calendar shall be mo difie d to refle c t the Provo s t ’s date s witho ut furt he r rev ie w or appro v al. 
Rev isio ns that are nece ss ary due to unfo rsee n circum st anc e s shall be made in consult at io n with the Regist rar, Pro vo st 
Offic e, Curriculum Comm itt e e, Senio r Leade rs hip, Stude nt Financ ial Serv ic e s, and Athlet ic s.  

Definitions  
Weeks of instructional time in an academic year -  For a pro gram offe re d in credit ho urs, the academ ic year must include 
at least 30 weeks of inst ruct io nal tim e.  

A week of instructional time -  At least one day of regularly sche dule d instruc t io n or exam inat io ns occurs, or, afte r the 
last sche dule d day of classe s for a term or paym e nt perio d, at least one sche dule d day of study fo r exam inat io ns occurs.  

OR  

In a pro gram offe re d using asy nc hro no us co ursewo rk thro ugh dist anc e educat ion or co rres po nde nce co urse s, the scho o l 
make s av ailable the inst ruct io nal mate rials, othe r resourc e s, and inst ruct o r support necess ary fo r academ ic engage m e nt 
and com ple t io n of co u rse obje c t ive s ; and  

In a pro gram using asy nc hro no us co urse wo rk thro ugh dist anc e educat io n, the scho o l expec t s enro lle d stude nt s to 
perfo rm educat io nal activ itie s dem o nst rat ing acade m ic engagem e nt during the week.  

Standard term or nonstandard term academic calendar -  a term is gene rally a perio d in which all classe s are sche dule d 
to begin and end within a set tim e fram e, and academic pro gre ss is measure d in credit ho urs.

E x c e pt io ns to this po lic y must be reque s t e d in writ ing by filling out the Po lic y and Pro ce dure Exce pt io n fo rm link e d  below 
and subm it t e d  to the indiv idual nam e d in the Respo nsibilit ie s sect io n who assist s with rev iew ing exce pt io ns to this po licy.  

Policy Review  
T he Academ ic Affairs po lic ie s sho uld be rev iew e d on a  5 - ye ar cycle and updat e d when inst it ut io nal needs or go als 
change.
